In this session | will argue that we are witnessing is a widespread
inability to come to terms with the fact that Jews are diverse. Too often, the result is a selective
antisemitism combined with a selected philosemitism — a ‘pick and choose’ approach to Jews.
Language: English

Bl1O: Keith Kahn-Harris is a sociologist and writer. He is a senior lecturer at Leo Baeck College
and runs the European Jewish Research Archive at the Institute for Jewish Policy Research.
His latest book is ‘Denial: The Unspeakable Truth’.

3. Autism and inclusion in the Jewish community
Jane Ansell / United Kingdom

SESSION: Autism affects many people in the Jewish population. Understanding more about it would
help those on the autistic spectrum and their families to become more included in schools, shuls and
the outside world in general.

This session provides an introduction to autism, for those families struggling with autism and people
who want to make this world a more inclusive one.
Language: English

BIO: Jane Ansell founded Sleep Scotland supporting families of children and young people with addi-
tional support needs and developed TEENS+, a post school special needs education programme.
She is co-founder of the Edinburgh Jewish Dialogue and Cultural Centre and has developed and
delivers a variety of Jewish Learning programmes.

4. Behind Bars: Visiting Jews in Jail
Yitzi Loewenthal / Denmark

SESSION: As a young Rabbi in the USA, Yitzi has visited Jews in a number of American prisons,
including the famous Rykers Island and Floridas prison with a death row. In Denmark, he has visited
people in various prisons around the country.

Language: English

BIO: Born and bred in England, lived in the USA for a while, and since 96 has lived in Denmark.
Founded and runs ChabaDanmark together with his wife Rochel. Among some of the programs
ChabaDanmark runs is the Jewish Learning Institute, an adult institute for higher learning.

SESSION: Sanne Cigale Benmouyal and Lior Foighel — two young, articulate and media-active
Danish Jews who have been very open about their Jewishness — speak with Jonathan Harmat about
their thinking, experiences, engagement and strategy in a changing world. Coming to openess from
different directions, our panellists will make this an exciting meeting of minds.

BIO/ Sanne: On a personal level, whether | was aware or not, | stepped out of my Jewish family histo-
ry shadow throughout my entire life. On a sociocultural level | used a lot of time to go into dialogue with
the public. I've been confronted with statements on social media such as “I hope you are going to the
gas chamber”. This made me realise that | have to step up against unawareness, prejudices

and hatred.

B1O/ Lior: My mother always told me to follow my heart. My heart tells me that | have a responsibility
to do something to change the world.

Dansk-jodiske kunstnere pa 1908 udstillingen i Kebenhavn
Joseph Salamon / Danmark

8. Det polsk-judiska musikaliska undret under mellankrigstiden
Anna Krieger / Sverige

SESSION: Redan innan Polen blev en sjalvstandig stat fanns det ett antal personer av judisk bérd
vilka sysslade med musik och underhalining pa det blivande fria Polens omrade. Verksamheten
formligen exploderade efter 1:a varldskriget.

SESSION: Combat medics, paramedics and doctors — on the one hand they are trained as combat
soldiers, holding the gun, prepared to defend in any cost. On the other hand, they are the brave first
responders in any emergency medical situation, treating both soldiers, and more often civilians in war
areas. About the transition from a combat soldier to a combat paramedic, the lecturer will describe his
personal experiences treating the Palestinian population, soldiers and how does 20-year-old young
men deal with horrific images of war and the satisfaction of providing medical help to ones in need.
Language: English

BIO: Alon Schneider Hait is a medical doctor doing a Ph.D. in infectious diseases in Aarhus, Denmark.
Previous to his medical studies he was a combat soldier and a medical officer in the 75th Armored
corps battalion of the IDF, serving in the 2nd Lebanon War and the Gaza operations of 2006-2009.

I 0. Doing Gender and Religion Among Transgender with a Jewish
Orthodox Background
Oriol Poveda / Sweden

SESSION: In this lecture, the presenter will share the results of his PhD dissertation on transgender
with an Orthodox background focusing on the ways in which participants in the study navigated their
gender identity and religious practices in Orthodox communities. (First of two lectures in the series,
each one can be attended independently).

Language: English

BI1O: Oriol Poveda is originally from Barcelona and in 2017 he obtained his PhD in sociology of religion
at Uppsala University, Sweden. Previously, he earned a MA in Jewish Studies and Philosophy at the
University of Heidelberg, Germany, and worked in Mexico and Israel/Palestine in different grassroots
media projects.

Despite the strong and verbal disagreements between Amos Oz and the settler movement, we find
that he formed a unique friendship through correspondence with some of the leaders of this movement
— showing that despite their differences, they shared a deep concern and love for the people of Israel.
